• Working with Logistics Team personnel to establish and maintain a regular

maintenance scheduled for hazmat cache items requiring some, including

• Performing regular assessments of the base of operations for hazardous conditions, such as carbon monoxide from generators, or any other contaminants

• Establishing and maintaining a liaison with hazmat personnel from the IST and other task forces
